Simply pop them in the
collection bins in store, after you've done your shopping.

You can also create your own collection box at home, work or school and build up
your advent calendar items. This can then be delivered direct to your local food
bank in the new year - when they may struggle for donations after the Christmas
surge. They will be happy to accept any non-perishable items and will be grateful
for donations throughout the year.
